¶ Seek advice from their teachers and seriously consider their recommendations. 

¶ Consider their academic performance in Lower School courses including NAPLAN and OLNA results. 

¶ Become informed about what requirements are for entry into post-secondary courses ς Australian Tertiary 

Admission Rank (ATAR) minimum scores for entry into courses at various Western Australian universities or 

results required to gain entry into Registered Training Organisations such as the South Regional TAFE or the 

Bunbury Regional Trade Training Centre (BRTTC). Research online or contact the relevant organisation. 

¶ Consider carefully how much personal satisfaction and enjoyment you have gained from various subjects in 

Lower School. You are more likely to have success in subjects that you enjoy. 

¶ Be realistically aware of your capabilities since the study of a subject beyond the scope of your ability will 

most likely not result in success, regardless of the effort you put into it. 
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In Term Two 2016 students and their parents/guardians will be invited to attend a course counselling interview with 

a Deputy Principal or the Principal.  These interviews are the opportunity to receive specific information about the 

Senior School courses offered by Newton Moore Senior High School.  It is essential that parents and students attend 

a course counselling interview.

EDUCATION (WACE) 2017 
 

The WACE is a certificate that demonstrates significant achievement over Years 11 and 12.  

THE WACE REQUIREMENTS 

Achievement of the WACE acknowledges that at the end of your compulsory schooling you have achieved or 

exceeded the required minimum standards n an educational program that has suitable breadth and depth. 

 
To achieve a WACE from 2017, a student must satisfy the following: 

 
General requirements 

¶ demonstrate a minimum standard of literacy and numeracy  

¶ complete a minimum of 20 units or equivalents as described below 

¶ complete at least four Year 12 ATAR courses (excluding unacceptable combinations) or complete*  a 

Certificate II (or higher) VET qualification. Note: the partial completion of a Certificate III or higher VET 

qualification may meet this requirement according to predetermined criteria.

Breadth and depth 
Students must 

¶ complete a minimum of 20 units or the equivalent. This requirement must include at least: 

o a minimum of 10 Year 12 units or the equivalent 
o two completed Year 11 units from an English course and one pair of completed Year 12 units from an 

English course 
o one pair of Year 12 course units from each of List A (arts /languages/social sciences) and List B 

(mathematics/ science/technology). 

Achievement standard 

Students must achieve 14 C grades (or equivalents, see below) in Year 11 and Year 12 units, including at least six C 

grades in Year 12 units (or equivalents). 

Unit equivalence can be obtained through Vocational Education and Training (VET) qualifications and/or 

endorsed programs. The maximum unit equivalence available through these programs is eight units ɀ four Year 

11 units and four Year 12 units. Students may obtain unit equivalence as follows: 

¶ up to eight unit equivalents through completion of VET qualifications, or  

¶ up to four unit equivalents through completion of endorsed programs, or  

¶ up to eight unit equivalents through a combination of VET qualifications and endorsed programs, but with 
endorsed programs contributing no more than four unit equivalents. 

 
The amount VET qualifications: 

¶ a Certificate I is equivalent to two Year 11 units 

¶ a Certificate II is equivalent to two Year 11 and two Year 12 units 

¶ a Certificate III or higher is equivalent to two Year 11 and four Year 12 units 

¶ a partially completed Certificate III or higher is equivalent to two Year 11 and two Year 12 units (credit is only 
allocated in the criteria for partial completion is met).  
 

The Endorsed programs, unit equivalence are identified on the SCSA approved list of endorsed programs. 
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ACHIEVEMENT OF A WACE 

Courses units/programs from these groups contribute to the achievement of a WACE: ATAR, General, 

Foundation, VET programs and endorsed programs.  

WACE courses are grouped into List A (arts/languages/social sciences) and List B (mathematics/ science/ 

technology). Students studying for a WACE are required to select at least one Year 12 course from each of List A 

and List B.  

You are able to select across a range of course units at a range of cognitive levels to suit your skills and post-

school aspirations. If you think you will be heading to university once you finish Year 12, you should enrol in at 

least four ATAR courses to be eligible for an ATAR. The rank is used by universities as a selection mechanism.

If you do not complete the course requirements to achieve an ATAR you will need to achieve a minimum of a 

Certificate II qualification. 

ATAR, General and Foundation courses are offered at two year levels ɀ Year 11, comprising of Units 1 and 2, and 

Year 12, comprising of Units 3 and 4Each course has four units ɀ Unit 1 and Unit 2 (Year 11 units) and Unit 3 and 

Unit 4 (Year 12 units). Unit 1 and Unit 2 can be studied as a pair, Unit 3 and Unit 4 must be studied as a pair. 

THE WESTERN AUSTRALIAN STATEMENT OF STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT (WASSA) 

A WASSA is issued to all Year 12 students who complete any study that contributes towards a WACE.  It lists all 
courses and programs students have completed in Year 11 and 12.

SENIOR SCHOOL COURSES 

There are five types of courses developed by the Authority and two programs.  At Newton Moore Senior High 

School we offer our students a number of these options in each one of these types of course: 

1. ATAR course units for students who are aiming to enrol in a university course directly from school. These 

courses will be examined by the SCSA and contribute to the achievement of an Australian Tertiary 

Admission Rank (ATAR). 

2. General course units for students who are aiming to enter further training or the workforce directly from 

school. These courses will not be examined by the SCSA.  

3. Foundation course units are for those who need additional help in demonstrating the minimum standards 

of literacy and numeracy.  

4. Certificate Qualifications for students who are aiming to achieve WACE. These qualifications meet the 

standards as set by Training Authority Australia. 

5. Vocational Education and Training (VET) Programs for students who are aiming to enter further training or 

the workforce directly from school. VET programs require students to complete a work experience 

component.

Newton Moore Senior High School is committed to ensuring that its students make course selections for 
Senior School that meet their educational and career needs.  
 

What to consider? 
 

What are your career aspirations and interests? 
 

It is really important that you consider your career goals before selecting your Senior School Pathway. Many 

careers have specific educational requirements. It is essential that you consider these before making pathway 

and course choices. Using the information that you have learnt in Career Education will support you in making 

selections that are best for you. 
 
 

MINIMUM ENTRY REQUIREMENT 
 

ȬMinimum Entry Requirementȭ refers to the standard of academic performance that students need to 

demonstrate their aptitude and/or suitability for a particular course. Minimum Entry Requirements for specific 

courses are determined through the analysis of historical data, case studies and consideration of the 

complexity of course content. 

¶ The concept of Minimum Entry Requirements is common in educational contexts, including university 

and Training WA enrolments. Stating Minimum Entry Requirements for Year Eleven and Twelve 

courses is regarded as standard practice in Western Australian schools, and is supported by the 

Department of Education. 

¶ The purpose of Minimum Entry Requirements is to clearly indicate the rigor and academic standards 

of each course. They serve to guide students and parents in the course selection process, so that 

students choose courses that are appropriate for their academic abilities. The Minimum Entry 

Requirements are provided to support students to be successful in Year Eleven and Twelve courses. 

¶ Minimum Entry Requirements throughout the Handbook are expressed in grades.

communication skills in all language modes, encouraging students to critically engage with texts from their 

contemporary world, the past, and from Australian and other cultures. Through close study and wide reading, 

viewing and listening, students develop the ability to analyse and evaluate the purpose, stylistic qualities and 

conventions of texts and to enjoy creating imaginative, interpretive, persuasive and analytical responses in a 

range of written, oral, multimodal and digital forms. The course is designed for students who have a wide range 

of educational and employment aspirations primarily focused on continuing their studies at university.  

English General (GEENG) 

The English General course focuses on consolidating and refining the skills and knowledge needed by students 

to become competent, confident and engaged users of English in everyday, community, social, further 

education, training and workplace contexts. The course is designed to provide students with the skills to 

succeed in a wide range of post-secondary pathways by developing their language, literacy and literary skills. 

Students comprehend, analyse, interpret, evaluate and create analytical, imaginative, interpretive and 

persuasive texts in a range of written, oral, multimodal and digital forms. 

English Foundation (FEENG)

conventions, including spelling, punctuation and grammar. Good literacy skills are required for comprehending 

and producing texts; for communicating effectively in a learning or working environment, or within a

Eligibility for enrolment in English as an Additional Language/Dialect 

If you do not speak Standard Australian English as your home language or are profoundly deaf and have had 

limited schooling in English or a limited period of residence in a country where English is not widely used, you 

may be eligible to enrol in EAL/D. 

Eligibility criteria do not apply for this course in Year 11, but they do in Year 12. 

There is a form that needs to be completed in Year 11 to ensure you are permitted to enrol in EAL/D in Year 12. 

Such students need to complete an Eligibility Application Form and forward it, with supporting documentation, 

through Newton Moore Senior High, to the School Curriculum and Standards Authority. It is your responsibility 

to ensure the form is fully and accurately completed before it is submitted. The application form, stating the 

deadlines for submission, is available on the SCSA website at 

www.scsa.wa.edu/internet/Events_Forms/Application_Order_Forms.  

Your enrolment in EAL/D must be discussed with a Deputy Principal and English HOLA at Newton Moore Senior 

High School before submission of an application.

Certificate II Sport Coaching (SIS20513) 
This qualification reflects the role of individuals who apply the skills and knowledge to be 

competent in delivering a basic instruction session for a sport. Work may be undertaken as part of a team and 

would be performed under supervision or independently in a structured environment such as a sporting club or 

school. Individuals wishing to undertake this qualification should be current or past participants in the 

respective sport specialisation chosen as part of this qualification. 

Physical Education Studies ATAR (AEPES)

In the Physical Education Studies ATAR course students learn about physiological, psychological and 
biomechanical principles, and apply these to analyse and improve personal and group performances in physical 
activities. Throughout the course, students learn through integrated written, oral and active learning 
experiences. The course also provides students with opportunities to develop skills that will enable them to 
pursue personal interests and potential in physical activity as athletes, coaches, officials, administrators and/or 
volunteers.

a job. This qualification enables students to investigate what makes a workplace operate well, identify the 
maths and literacy skills important to succeed, how to effectively work in a team environment while developing 
employability skills. The content and activities are considered a foundation for success. 
  
Students are provided with opportunities to obtain work placements and school-based traineeships if they are 
work ready and interested.  

 

Psychology ATAR (AEPSY) 

In the Psychology ATAR course students will be introduced to psychological knowledge which supports an 

understanding of the way individuals function in groups. Students learn about major psychological models and 

theories, and the methods used to conduct scientific investigations in the discipline of psychology. Students 

apply research methods and ethical principles as they analyse data to illustrate how empirical procedures are 

used to examine phenomena, such as memory, attention, attitudes, personality and group behaviour. Acquiring 

this foundation of scientific method and critical thinking is a valuable skill which students can apply throughout 

their study, work and everyday lives. 

Psychology General (GEPSY) 

In the Psychology General course students will be introduced to psychological knowledge which supports an 

understanding of the way individuals function in groups. Students learn about well-known psychological models 

and theories, and the methods used to conduct scientific investigations in the discipline of psychology. 

Acquiring this foundation of scientific method and critical thinking is a valuable skill which students can apply 

throughout their study, work and everyday lives. 

Modern History ATAR (AEMHS) 

Studying the Modern History ATAR course enables students to become critical thinkers and helps inform their 

judgements and actions in a rapidly changing world. Students are exposed to a variety of historical sources, 

including government papers, extracts from newspapers, letters, diaries, photographs, cartoons, paintings, 

graphs and secondary sources, in order to determine the cause and effect, and the motives and forces 

influencing people and events. Through the process of historical inquiry, students are encouraged to question 

and evaluate historical sources; identify various representations and versions of history; use evidence to 

formulate and support their own interpretations; and communicate their findings in a variety of ways. 
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Modern History General (GEMHS) 

Studying the Modern History General course exposes students to a variety of historical sources, including 

government papers, extracts from newspapers, letters, diaries, photographs, cartoons, paintings, graphs and 

secondary sources, in order to understand the historical narrative including cause and effect, and the forces 

influencing people and events. Through the process of historical inquiry, students are encouraged to question 

historical sources; identify various representations and versions of history; use evidence to formulate and 

support their own interpretations; and communicate their findings in a variety of ways. 

Geography ATAR (AEGEO)

In the Geography General course students learn how to collect information from primary and secondary 

sources, such as field observation and data collection, mapping, monitoring, remote sensing, case studies and 

reports. Geography as a discipline values imagination, creativity and speculation as modes of thought. It

The course focuses on the 

interrelationship between language and culture and equips students with the skills needed to function in an 

increasingly globalized society, a culturally and linguistically diverse local community, and provides them with 

the foundation for life-long language learning.

Mathematics Specialist ATAR (AEMAS) 

This course provides opportunities, beyond those presented in the Mathematics Methods ATAR course, to 

develop rigorous mathematical arguments and proofs, and to use mathematical models more extensively. 

Mathematics Specialist contains topics in functions and calculus that build on and deepen the ideas presented in 

the Mathematics Methods course, as well as demonstrate their application in many areas. The Mathematics 

Specialist course also extends understanding and knowledge of statistics and introduces the topics of vectors, 

complex numbers and matrices. Mathematics Specialist is the only ATAR mathematics course that should not be 

taken as a stand-alone course and it is recommended to be studied in conjunction with the Mathematics 

Methods ATAR course as preparation for entry to specialised university courses such as engineering, physical 

sciences and mathematics. 

Mathematics Methods ATAR (AEMAM) 

This course focuses on the use of calculus and statistical analysis. The study of calculus provides a basis for 

understanding rates of change in the physical world, and includes the use of functions, their derivatives and

analyse phenomena that involve uncertainty and variation. Mathematics Methods provides a foundation for 

further studies in disciplines in which mathematics and statistics have important roles. It is also advantageous 

for further studies in the health and social sciences. In summary, this course is designed for students whose 

future pathways may involve mathematics and statistics and their applications in a range of disciplines at the 

tertiary level. 

Mathematics Applications ATAR (AEMAA) 

This course focuses on the use of mathematics to solve problems in contexts that involve financial modelling, 

geometric and trigonometric analysis, graphical and network analysis, and growth and decay in sequences. It 

also provides opportunities for students to develop systematic strategies based on the statistical investigation 

process for answering statistical questions that involve analysing univariate and bivariate data, including time 

series data. The Mathematics Applications ATAR course is designed for students who want to extend their 

mathematical skills beyond Year 10 level, but whose future studies or employment pathways do not require 

knowledge of calculus. The course is designed for students who have a wide range of educational and 

employment aspirations, including continuing their studies at university or TAFE.  
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Mathematics Essential General (GEMAE) 

The Mathematics Essential General course focuses on using mathematics effectively, efficiently and critically to 

make informed decisions. It provides students with the mathematical knowledge, skills and understanding to 

solve problems in real contexts for a range of workplace, personal, further learning and community settings. 

This course provides the opportunity for students to prepare for post-school options of employment and 

further training.  

Mathematics Foundation (FEMAT) 

The Mathematics Foundation course focuses on building the capacity, confidence and disposition to use 

mathematics to meet the numeracy standard for the WACE. This course is for students who have not 

demonstrated the numeracy standard in the OLNA. It provides students with the knowledge, skills and 

understanding to solve problems across a range of contexts including personal, community and 

workplace/employment. This course provides the opportunity for students to prepare for post-school options of 

employment and further training.

Certificate II Aquaculture (SFI20111)  

This nationally recognised qualification represents the entry point into Aquaculture and Marine Science and 
provides people with a range of hands on skills and knowledge relevant to work as a field hand. It runs over 
two years. The qualification will have application for people working: 

Ɇ   on aquaculture farms or fish out/put-and-take operations 

Ɇ   in hatcheries and nurseries 

Ɇ   in live post-harvest holding facilities, such as processing plants, wholesalers or transporters 

Ɇ   in pet shops, public aquaria, zoos or other facilities with aquatic animals 

Ɇ   for companies providing contract specialist services for aquaculture operations 

 

Content of Units of competency include: 

Ɇ monitoring and maintaining aquatic systems and wetlands 

Ɇ growing barramundi, marron and silver perch 

  
 

Biology ATAR (AEBIO) 

A unique appreciation of life and a better understanding of the living world are gained through studying the 

nationally recognised Biology ATAR course. This course encourages students to be analytical, to participate in 

problem-solving and to systematically explore fascinating and intriguing aspects of living systems, from the 

microscopic level through to ecosystems. Students develop a range of practical skills and techniques through 

investigations and fieldwork in authentic contexts, such as marine reefs, endangered species, ecology, medical 

and health sciences or biotechnology. Scientific evidence is used to make informed decisions about controversial 

issues. 

Chemistry ATAR (AECHE) 

The Chemistry ATAR course is nationally recognised and equips students with the knowledge, understanding 

and opportunity to investigate properties and reactions of materials. Theories and models are used to describe, 

explain and make predictions about chemical systems, structures and properties. Students recognise hazards 

and make informed, balanced decisions about chemical use and sustainable resource management. 

Investigations and laboratory activities develop an appreciation of the need for precision, critical analysis and 

informed decision making. This course prepares students to be responsible and efficient users of specialised 

chemical products and processes at home or in the workplace. It also enables students to relate chemistry to 

other sciences, including biology, geology, medicine, molecular biology and agriculture, and prepares them for 

further study in the sciences. 
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Engineering Studies ATAR (AEEST) 

The Engineering Studies ATAR course provides opportunities for students to investigate, research and present 

information through a design process, and then undertake project management to make a functioning product. 

These activities provide students with opportunities to apply engineering processes, understand underpinning 

scientific and mathematical principles, develop engineering technology skills and to understand the 

interrelationships between engineering projects and society.  

Human Biology ATAR (AEHBS) 

The Human Biology ATAR course gives students a chance to explore what it is to be humanɂhow the human 

body works, the origins of human variation, inheritance in humans, the evolution of the human species and 

population genetics. Through their investigations, students research new discoveries that increase our 

understanding of human dysfunction, treatments and preventative measures.  Practical tasks are an integral 

part of this course and develop a range of laboratory skills; for example, biotechnology techniques. Students 

learn to evaluate risks and benefits to make informed decisions about lifestyle and health topics, such as diet, 

alternative medical treatments, use of chemical substances and the manipulation of fertility. 

Human Biology General (GEHBS) 

The Human Biology General course gives students a chance to explore how the human body works. Students 

focus on bones, muscles, nerves and hormones, and how they maintain the body to act in a coordinated 

manner. The causes and spread of disease and how humans respond to invading pathogens are studied, as well 

as the role of males and females in the process of reproduction. Students investigate the body systems through 

real or virtual dissections and practical examination of cells, organs and systems. They research contemporary 

treatments for dysfunctions of the body systems and are encouraged to use ICT to interpret and communicate 

their findings in a variety of ways. Second-hand data is used to investigate transmission of diseases from a 

historical perspective and recent global incidences. 

Physics ATAR (AEPHY) 

In the nationally recognised Physics ATAR course students will learn how energy and energy transformations can

human scale, in vehicles and the human body, to the large scale, in interactions between galaxies. Students have 

opportunities to develop their investigative skills and use analytical thinking to explain and predict physical 

phenomena. Students plan and conduct investigations to answer a range of questions, collect and interpret data 

and observations, and communicate their findings in an appropriate format. Problem-solving and using evidence 

to make and justify conclusions are transferable skills that are developed in this course.

Certificate II Information, Digital Media and Technology (ICT20115) 

This qualification provides basic digital literacy skills to support a wide range of varying industry occupations. 
 

The Certificate II Information, Digital Media & Technology course is designed to provide or recognise existing 
skills of individuals who perform a range of fundamental ICT functions using a personal computer. This entry 
level qualification provides the foundation skills and knowledge to use Information and Communications 
Technology (ICT ) in any industry. 
 

The core units recognise your skills and knowledge required for effective entry into all the qualifications from 

Certificate III and upwards. Competencies vary from OH&S and soft skills such as communication, to soft ware 

and hardware units. Carefully selected additional competencies make up approximately 40% of the qualification 

to give a wide range of skills. 
 

Certificate II Business ɀ BSB20115 

This qualification will provide students with the practical skills and knowledge to prepare for work in any 

business environment. Students perform a range of administrative tasks including; word processing, 

spreadsheets, health and safety and the operation of a range of general office equipment. Successful 

completion of this qualification provides students with the opportunity to enter a range of business related 

vocations or higher qualifications in this field at SWIT. 
 
Applied Information and Technology ATAR (AEAIT) 

The Applied Information Technology ATAR course provides students with the knowledge and skills to use a 

range of computer hardware and software to create, manipulate and communicate information in an effective, 

responsible and informed manner. Students develop an understanding of computer systems; the management 

of data; and the use a variety of software applications to investigate, design, construct and evaluate digital 

products and digital solutions. Students investigate client-driven issues and challenges, devise solutions, 

produce models or prototypes and then evaluate and refine the developed digital product and solution. The 

course offers pathways to further studies and a range of technology-based careers, and a set of skills that equip 

students for the 21st century and give them an appreciation of the impact of information technology on society. 
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Applied Information and Technology General (GEAIT) 

The Applied Information Technology General course provides students with the knowledge and skills to use a range 

of computer hardware and software to create, manipulate and communicate information in an effective, 

responsible and informed manner. Students develop an understanding of computer systems; the management of 

data; and the use of a variety of software applications to investigate, design, construct and evaluate digital products 

and digital solutions. The course offers pathways to further studies in a range of technology-based careers and a set 

of skills that equip students for the 21st Century and give them an appreciation of the impact of information 

technology on society. 

Children, Family and the Community General (GECFS) 

The Children, Family and the Community General course focuses on factors that influence human development 

and the wellbeing of individuals, families and communities. Students explore the health of individuals and 

communities and the protective and preventative strategies that impact on growth and development. Students 

will be involved in the planning and running of a school based playgroup once a week for children aged between 

1-5 years. This will give students a chance to experience working with children and communicating with parents 

and others in our local community.   

Design General ɀ Photography (GEDPH) 

In the Design General course students develop skills and processes for current and future industry and 

employment markets in the context of Photography. Students are equipped with the knowledge and skills to 

understand and produce a range of photography techniques including composition techniques, design 

principles and processes using industry level software and equipment. This is primarily a practical course 

however there are theoretical components where students plan and research their own photography ideas. 

This course will enhance employability and career opportunities in the creative media industries including 

magazines, newspapers and graphic design. 

Food Science and Technology General (GEFST) 

The Food Science and Technology General course provides opportunities for students to explore and develop 

food-related interests and skills. Food impacts on every aspect of daily life and is essential for maintaining 

overall health and wellbeing. Students organise, implement and manage production processes in a range of 

food environments and understand systems that regulate food availability, safety and quality. Knowledge of the 

sensory, physical, chemical and functional properties of food is applied in practical situations. Students 

investigate the food supply chain and value-adding techniques applied to food to meet consumer and producer 

requirements. Principles of dietary planning, adapting recipes, and processing techniques, are considered for 

specific nutritional needs of demographic groups. Occupational safety and health requirements, safe food 

handling practices, and a variety of processing techniques, are implemented to produce safe, quality food 

products. This course may enhance employability and career opportunities in areas that include nutrition, 

health, food and beverage manufacturing, food processing, community services, hospitality and retail. 

Materials Design and Technology General ɀ Wood (GEMDTW) 

Students interact with wooden products that have been specifically designed to meet certain needs and markets. 

Students will gather information about existing products and will then construct and conceptualise their own 

product ideas.  

Throughout the process, students learn about the origins, classifications, properties and suitability of a variety of 

wood, and are introduced to a range of production equipment and techniques. They develop wood handling skills 

and production management strategies, and are given the opportunity to create their design ideas through the 

production of their own project. 
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Media Production and Analysis General (GEMPA) 

The Media Production and Analysis General course aims to prepare students for a future in a digital and 

interconnected world by providing skills, knowledge and understandings to tell their own stories and interpret the 

stories of others. Students are encouraged to explore, experiment and interpret their world, reflecting and 

analysing contemporary life, while understanding that this is done under social, cultural and institutional 

constraints. Students, as users and creators of media products, consider the important role of the audiences and 

their context. This course focuses on the development of technical skills in the practical process. 

Computer Science ATAR (AECSC) 

In the Computer Science ATAR Course students explore the fundamental principles, concepts and skills within the 

field of computing. They learn how to diagnose and solve problems in the course of understanding the building 

blocks of computing. Students explore the principles related to the analysis and creation of computer and 

information systems; software development; the connectivity between computers; the management of data; the 

development of database systems; and the moral and ethical considerations for the development and use of 

computer systems.  This course provides students with the practical and technical skills that equip them to function 

effectively in a world where these attributes are vital for employability and daily life in a technological society.

The Dance ATAR course acknowledges the interrelationship between practical and theoretical aspects of dance ς 

the making and performing of movement and the appreciation of its meaning. Through critical decision-making in

use a wide range of creative processes, such as improvisation and the use of choreographic elements and devices 

and draw on their own physicality and the interpretation of existing works. They investigate how technologies are 

used to extend and enhance dance design. They also learn how dance studies and forms are historically derived and 

culturally valued. Through dance, students experience an intrinsic sense of enjoyment and have an opportunity to 

achieve a high level of movement skills. 

 

Drama ATAR (AEDRA) 

The Drama ATAR course focuses on drama knowledge, skills and processes such as improvisation, play building, 

interpretation of set dramatic works and playwriting. This course allows students to create original drama 

productions and to explore approaches to drama. Students cover production and design aspects such as 

scenography, costumes, props, promotional material, sound and lighting. They experience both individual and 

ensemble drama roles developing a wide range of skills for the stage. 

 

Drama General (GEDRA) 

The Drama General course focuses on drama knowledge, skills and processes in improvisation, play building, 

interpretation of plays and playwriting. This course allows students to create original drama productions and to 

explore approaches to drama. Students experience a wide range of drama and production roles such as acting, 

lighting and sound, costume design, props creation and original creation of drama works. They aim to prepare and 

present dramatic works for a range of audiences and will focus on ensemble performances and team work. 

 

Music ATAR (AEMUS) 

The Music ATAR course encourages students to explore a range of musical experiences through working on 

composition, performance, aural perception and studying the history of music. Three contexts are available 

although Newton Moore focuses on Western Art Music. The practical component is done externally in studentsΩ 

own time and can be a different context. There are a wide range of options in the practical component as students 

can choose to play an instrument/voice or compile a portfolio of original work. This course allows students to 

extend their existing knowledge and aims to equip students to continue engaging in music after graduation.  
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Music General (GEMUS) 

The Music General course encourages students to explore a wide range of musical experiences working on 

composition, individual and ensemble performance, aural perception and music history. Newton Moore delivers the 

contemporary music context aiming to prepare the students to enter the music industry. There are written and 

practical components to this course. Students choose to study performance, composition, or a combination of both 

for their practical element.  

 

Visual Arts General (GEVIS) 

In the Visual Arts General course, students engage in traditional, modern and contemporary media and 

techniques. The course promotes innovative practice. Students are encouraged to explore and represent their 

ideas and gain an awareness of the role that artists and designers play in reflecting, challenging and shaping 

societal values. Students are encouraged to appreciate the work of other artists and engage in their own art 

practice. 
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VOCATIONAL EDUCATION AND TRAINING (VET) 
 

 

Newton Moore SHS offers discrete VET programs allowing students to gain full qualifications or statements of 

attainment for Units of Competency from nationally endorsed Training Packages. 
 

Newton Moore SHS is a Registered Training Organisation (RTO) and the schoolȭs offerings are subject to 

registration under the requirements of the Australian Quality Training Framework (AQTF). 
 
VET PROGRAMS 
 
VET programs are programs of study that combine School Curriculum and Standards Authority subjects, 

qualifications from national endorsed training packages and Workplace Learning. These programs are suitable 

for those students who have a career focus. It is highly recommended that students selecting a VET program 

complete one week of work experience in the area of their interest while they are in Year Ten. 
 
VET programs are designed to allow students to continue working towards graduation as well as to equip 

them with entry-level training qualifications and extended time in industry.  
 
VET programs are comprised of: 

¶ Workplace Learning ɀ Endorsed Program  
¶ Certificate II (minimum) Qualification. Possible alternative / training at South Regional TAFE or Bunbury 

Regional Trade Training Centre (BRTTC). 
¶ Courses delivered at school 

 
The following VET programs may be offered at NMSHS (please note that programs may not run if there are 
insufficient numbers): 

¶ Certificate II Business (over two years) 
¶ Certificate II Community Services (over two years) 
¶ Certificate II Construction Pathways (over two years) 
¶ Certificate II Outdoor Education (over two years) 

 
At the successful completion of the certificate course, students will be presented with a certificate level 

qualification. This certificate is recognised nationally. This certificate gives advanced standing for specific 

Training WA courses as well as providing practical learning in the particular industry area. 
 
Students choosing a VET program will be required to sit a formal interview during Term Four. The interview is 

to ascertain the work readiness of the student as well as the readiness to study at an adult learning 

environment. 
 
 
Workplace Learning (ADWPL) 

Workplace Learning is an Authority-developed endorsed program that is managed by individual schools and 

open to students in Years 11 and 12. To complete this endorsed program, a student works in one or more real 

workplace/s to develop a set of transferable workplace skills.  

The student must record the number of hours completed and the tasks undertaken in the workplace in the

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CERTIFICATE II BUSINESS ɀ BSB20115

completion of this qualification provides students with the opportunity to enter a range of business related 

vocations or higher qualifications in this field at South Regional TAFE.

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South Regional TAFE and BRTTC Offerings 
 

Various PAIS and VIS programs are offered at Newton Moore Senior High School from outside trainers. 

These programs are highly competitive. Students on PAIS are enrolled at the school and may be required to 

attend South Regional TAFE, BRTTC or the workplace TWO days per week. They complete the other three 

days of learning at school.  

 

Students are required to submit a formal application to be considered into enrolment into courses. 

 

Courses Offered in Partnership with Newton Moore Senior High School 
South Regional TAFE, BRTTC and schools in the district have set up a partnership arrangement which 

enables students to engage in a variety of other courses. The certificate qualifications listed below 

represent the breadth of studies that may be available in 2017.  Most students access these qualifications 

on either Thursday or Friday. Students complete their school program at Newton Moore Senior High School 

Monday-Wednesday. There may be a cost associated with some of the courses listed. 

 

The qualifications listed below are offered across the district and involve a rigorous application process. 
Selection will be based on such things as student achievement, attendance, attitud e, performance at an 
interview, preparation of a resume portfolio and genuine interest in the industry area. 
 
The availability of these qualifications to students for 2017 cannot be guaranteed as they are influenced by 

factors outside of the control of the school. These factors include: student demand, availability of staff and

SCHOOL BASED TRAINEESHIPS/APPRENTICESHIPS 

A student enrolled in a School Based Apprenticeship or School Based Traineeship can begin a training 

qualification in Year Eleven and Twelve at the same time as completing the Western Australian Certificate of 

Education.  School Based Apprentices and/or Trainees at Newton Moore Senior High School attend a 

workplace, for on-the-job training, and/or a registered training organisation for off-the-job training on 

Thursdays and/or Fridays of each week. 
 

School Based Apprenticeships (SBA) 
School based apprenticeships allow students in Year Eleven and Twelve to start an apprenticeship while still 

at school. Students enter into a legal binding contract between the employer, the student and 

parent/guardian to complete the apprenticeship. Apprentices enter into a contract with an employer who 

teaches all aspects of a trade. Apprenticeships are structured programs where students learn on the job and 

attend training with a registered training provider. 

 
School Based Traineeships (SBT) 
School based traineeships allow students in Year Eleven and Twelve to develop skills and get paid while they 

prepare for a career in the workforce.  Students work towards secondary graduation and an industry 

recognised qualification. Students enter into a legally binding contract between the employer, the student 

and parent/guardian to complete the traineeship and gain hands-on skills and work experience while earning 

a wage. 

 

The benefits of a School Based Traineeship are: 

Ɇ Students enjoy a combination of school and paid employment and make an early start on a 
career 

Ɇ An opportunity to graduate and achieve the West Australian Certificate of Secondary  

               Education (WACE)
